(1903 - 1993) patii k vyjimeénym osobnostem ceské houslové pedagogiky. Po maturité na redlném
gymnaziu pokracoval ve studiich na Prazské konzervatoii v houslové t¥idé prof. Bastate. Byl vy-
nikajicim sélistou, ale od zac¢atku se velkou mérou vénoval i komorni hie. Ve dvacatych letech 20.
stoleti zalozil se svymi spoluzaky velmi tspésné kvarteto. Po absolutoriu Prazské konzervatoie zis-
kal Josef Micka stipendium Ceskoslovenské vlddy a diky tomu mohl jesté rok studovat na Ecole de
musique v PafiZi u prof. Jacquese Thibauda. Tento pobyt byl velmi podnétny i pro pedagogickou
¢innost, kterd se postupem ¢asu stala hlavni Zivotni ndplni Josefa Micky. Pii své naro¢né pedago-
gické a koncertni ¢innosti vystudoval jesté pfed druhou svétovou valkou hudebni védu a psycho-
logii na Karlové univerzité. Profesorem Prazské konzervatoie byl od roku 1939 a soucasné byl az
do roku 1945 ¢lenem Ceské filharmonie. Od roku 1946 pedagogicky ptisobil na prazské HAMU, ale
o dva roky pozdéji z ni musel kvtili svému odmitavému postoji k tehdejsimu politickému vedeni
odejit. O navrat na HAMU se pokusil v roce 1969, ale i pfes vynikajici posudky nékterych taméjsich
profesort mu ptisobeni na této kole nebylo umoznéno.

Josef Micka vychoval fadu sélistii i komornich hra¢t (napf. Vaclav Neumann - pozdéjsi séfdiri-
gent CF, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor, Vaclav Hudegek, Jiti Panocha, Pavel Zejfart,
Magdalena Mickovd, Eva Bublova, Jan Opsitos a fada dal$ich). K jeho nejvétsim tspéchtim pati
t¥i soubory, které vychoval a které si ziskaly slavu u nés i ve svété - Smetanovo, Talichovo a Pano-
chovo kvarteto.

Josef Micka je také autorem mnoha publikaci a ¢lank® o houslové problematice, z nichz k nejzna-
mé&j$im a nejvyznamnéjsim patfi metodické dilo ,Hra na housle” a ,Skola hry na housle pro zaca-
te¢niky”, na niz pracoval se svou dcerou Magdalenou Mickovou.

Josef Micka

(1903 - 1993) ranks among the outstanding personalities of Czech violin teaching. After graduating
from secondary school, he continued his music studies at the Prague Conservatoire in the class of
professor Jindrich Bastar. He was an excellent soloist but from the very beginning he substantially
dedicated himself to chamber music as well. In the 1920s he founded a very successful quartet toge-
ther with his fellow students. After graduation from the Prague Conservatoire, Josef Micka gained
a scholarship from the Czech government which allowed him to continue studying for one year
at the Ecole de musique in Paris, in the class of professor Jacques Thibaud. This stay was equally
inspiring for Micka’s pedagogic activities, which gradually became his main focus. In spite of his
teaching and extensive concert-giving, before the Second World War he also managed to complete
a course of musicology and psychology at Charles University.

In 1939, Micka became a professor at the Prague Conservatoire and, until 1945, he was also a mem-
ber of the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra. In 1946, he started teaching at the Academy od Music in
Prague; however, two years later he was expelled for his critical attitude to the political adminis-
tration of the period. In 1969, he attempted to resume his teaching career, but despite favourable
testimonials from some of the Academy professors he was not permitted to return.

Josef Micka brought up a number of soloists and chamber musicians (Vaclav Neumann, the future
chief conductor of the Czech Philharmonic, Jaroslav Motlik, Petr Messiereur, Petr Skvor, Vaclav
Hudecek, Jiti Panocha, Pavel Zejfart, Magdalena Mickovd, Eva Bublova, Jan Op$ito$, to name but
a few). Among his greatest achievements are three ensembles which became famous both at home
and abroad - the Smetana, Talich and Panocha Quartets.

Josef Micka is also the author of many books and articles on the methodology of violin playing; the
most famous and significant are Playing the Violin and The School of Violin Playing for Beginners,
which he published with his daughter Magdalena Mickova.

byl nejprve soukromym Zdkem prof. PhDr. Josefa Micky a pozdéji jeho studentem na Prazské kon-
zervatofi. Na podzim roku 1967, tedy ve svych patnécti letech, vystoupil na koncertu v Londyné
s Royal Philharmonic Orchestra a tim zahdjil svou mezinarodni kariéru. Je jedinym ceskym zakem
legendarniho houslisty D. Oistracha. Prazskou HAMU absolvoval ve tfidé Prof. Vaclava Snitila.
Od svého londynského debutu vystupoval po celém svété na nejprestiznéjsich podiich (Carnegie
Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall, Sydney Opera), s nejlepsimi svétovymi
orchestry (Berliner Philharmoniker, Cleveland Symphony Orchestra, NHK Philharmonic Orchest-
ra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moskevska statni filharmonie a dalsi).

Vaclav Hudecek se ovsem stara i o mladou generaci houslistti, a to jak kazdoroénim pofaddnim
letnich houslovych kurzt v Luhacovicich na Akademii V. Hudecka, tak i pfedstavovanim téch
nejlepsich mladych houslisti jako hostti na svych koncertech v ramci tradi¢nich vano¢nich turné,
nebo na festivalu ,Svatky hudby” v Praze. V roce 2007 obdrzel z rukou prezidenta Véclava Klause
vysoké vyznamenani ,Za zésluhy o stat” v oblasti kultury.

Vaclav Hudecek is one of the outstanding Czech violinists of our time. In 1959 and between 1964-
1968 he studied, first privately then as a student at the Prague Conservatoire, with Josef Micka.
In the autumn of 1967, at the age of 15, he started his international career by appearing as soloist
with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra in London. He is the only Czech pupil of the legendary
David Oistrakh. He graduated from the Prague Academy of Musical Arts in the class of Vaclav
Snitil. Since his London debut, he has given concerts in all the great international concert halls
(Carnegie Hall, Royal Festival Hall, Suntory Hall, Osaka Festival Hall, Sydney Opera) and
appeared as soloist with many of the world’s great orchestras (Berliner Philharmoniker, Cleve-
land Symphony Orchestra, NHK Philharmonic Orchestra, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Moscow State
Philharmony).

Véclav Hudedek commits a substantial part of his time to bringing up a new generation of violinis-
ts, either at the summer Vaclav Hudecek Academy, an annual master course held in the spa town of
Luhacovice, or by introducing the best young players as guests of his Christmas concert tours and
during the Prague Festival of Music. In 2007 he was awarded the state Order of Merit by president
Véclav Klaus, in recognition of his outstanding achievement in the arts.

Eva Stegeman studovala u D. van Wely na Krélovské konzervatoii v Haagu a u D. Takeno na
Guildhall School of Music and Drama v Londyné, kde ziskala cenu M. Warshaw za komorni hud-
bu. V roce 1995 vyhrala 2. cenu v soutézi Oskara Backa za interpretaci Beethovenova houslového
koncertu ve slavné Royal Concertgebouw.
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Pravidelné je zvéna jako hostujici umélecky vedouci Komorniho orchestru v Heilbronnu, Severo-
holandského symfonického orchestru a Deutsche Kammerakademie Neuss.

S klavirnim kvartetem Cristofori natocila dila R. Schumanna a L. van Beethovena a s Triem Leopold
realizovala nahravky autort italského baroka pro vydavatelstvi Challenge Records.

Je zvédna pravidelné na sva koncertni vystoupeni na pédia vyznamnych hudebnich festivala
(Schleswig-Holstein Musik Festival, Frankische Musiktage, Emiglia Romagna Festival, Ravello
Festival, The Bath Music Festival, Festival de Wallonie, Hortus Festival a Grachtenfestival v Ho-
landsku).

Je zakladatelkou a uméleckou feditelkou Mezindrodniho festivalu komorni hudby v Haagu (2003),
kde se ji daif aspésné kombinovat $pickové umélecké vykony v podani vyznamnych umélcti
s netradi¢nimi koncertnimi aktivitami.

Eva Stegeman studied with Davina van Wely at the Royal Conservatoire in The Hague and with
David Takeno at Guldhall School of Music and Drama in London, where she was awarded the M.
Warsaw Chamber Music Award. In 1995 she was the 2nd prize winner at the National Oskar Back
violin competition, performing the Beethoven concerto at the Royal Concertgebouw in Amsterdam.
She often leads the Kammerorchester Heilbronn, the North Netherlands Symphony Orchestra and
the Deutsche Kammerakademie Neuss. She has made recordings with the Cristofori piano quartet
(Schumann and Beethoven) and with the Trio Leopold (Italian Baroque music) for Challenge Re-
cords. She is a frequent guest at numerous international festivals (Schleswig-Holstein Musik Fes-
tival, Frankische Musiktage, Emiglia Romagna Festival, Ravello Festival, The Bath Music Festival,
Festival de Wallonie, Hortus Festival and Grachtenfestival in the Netherlands).

Eva Stegeman is founder (2003) and artistic director of the annual International Chamber Music
Festival Den Haag - known for successfully combining the highest artistic quality with innovative
concert formats.

Jifi FiSer je absolventem Plzetiské konzervatote ve tiidé M. Machacka a HAMU ve ttidé prof. A.
Moravce. V roce 1977 se aktivné zacastnil mistrovského kurzu u N. Milsteina. V letech 1978-1985
zastaval misto zéstupce koncertniho mistra v Sukové komornim orchestru a poté nastoupil jako
primarius Dolezalova kvarteta, kde ptisobil do roku 2004. Od roku 1996 je pedagogicky ¢inny na
Gymnaziu a Hudebni gkole hlavniho mésta Prahy a na Prazské konzervatofi. Zcela mimotddné
umeélecké a mezinarodni soutézni aspéchy jeho zakt a absolventti - napt. Jan Mracek, Petra Vilan-
kova, Petr Maté&jak - jej fadi mezi predni houslové pedagogy soucasnosti.

Jifi FiSer graduated from the Plzen Conservatoire in the class of Antonin Moravec. In 1971 he
attended a master course given by Nathan Milstein. Between 1978 and 1985 he held the post of
deputy leader of the Suk Chamber Orchestra. He then became first violinist of the Dolezal Quartet.
Since 1996 Jifi FiSer has taught both at the Prague Music School and the Prague Conservatoire.
The outstanding artistic achievements and competition successes of his pupils - Jan Mracek, Petra
Vilankova, Petr Maté&jék, to name but a few - make him one of the most important violin teachers
of our time.

Pavel Kudelasek absolvoval Prazskou konzervatot v houslové ti¥idé prof. J. Foltyna a HAMU v
Praze ve tfidé prof. A. Moravce. Studium si doplnil u prof. Kato Havas. Stél u zrodu houslového
oddéleni Konzervatoie v Ceskych Budgjovicich. Od roku 1993 je profesorem houslové hry na Praz-
ské konzervatoii a plisobi tézZ na Gymnaziu a Hudebni skole hlavniho mésta Prahy.

Je autorem odbornych praci (napf.,Interpretace Bachovych Sonat a partit pro sélové housle”).
Je zvan do porot domdcich i mezindrodnich soutézi a k vedeni mistrovskych kurz.

Vénuje se solové a komorni hie, byl ¢lenem fady vyznamnych soubort (Cesky komorni orchestr,
Dvotakovo kvarteto, Pro Arte Antiqua), spolupracoval s Ceskym nonetem. Momentalng ptisobi
jako primarius kvarteta Apollon. Roku 2006 mu byla za propagaci ¢eské hudby udélena Masaryko-
vou akademii uméni cena Rudolfa II.
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Pavel Kudelasek graduated from the Prague Conservatoire in the class of Jaroslav Foltyn and from
the Prague Academy in that of Antonin Moravec. He completed his studies with Kato Havas. He
was instrumental in setting up the violin department of the Ceské Budgjovice Conservatoire. Since
1993 he has been professor of violin at the Prague Conservatoire and has also taught at the Prague
Music School.

He has written a number of musicological works (eg. “On the Performance of Bach’s Sonatas and
Partitas”). He is a frequent member of the jury in both domestic and international competitions and
regularly gives violin masterclasses.

Apart from his solo career, Pavel Kudelasek is a sought-after chamber player, having held posts
in a number of outstanding ensembles (Czech Chamber Orchestra, Dvoiak Quartet, Pro Arte Anti-
qua) and having collaborated with the Czech Nonet. Currently he is leader of the Apollon quartet.
In 2006 he was given the Rudolf II Award by the Masaryk Academy of Arts for promoting Czech
music.

Jifi Panocha byl jiz od poc¢atku své hudebni kariéry vynikajicim houslistou. V roce 1972 vyhral na
Karajanové soutézi v Berliné konkurs na misto koncertniho mistra Mezindrodniho studentského
orchestru, ve kterém si zahral pod Karajanovou taktovkou. Koncertoval ve vétsiné evropskych
zemi a také v USA, Kanadé, Mexiku, Japonsku aj.

Pfi studiu na Prazské konzervatofti zalozil v roce 1968 pod vedenim prof. Josefa Micky Panochovo
kvarteto a ve své ¢innosti pokracovali i pfi studiu na HAMU v Praze.

Pod vedenim Jifiho Panochy kvarteto procestovalo téméi cely svét a nahralo bezpocet hudebnich
nosict u ¢eskych i zahrani¢nich hudebnich vydavatelstvi. Své dlouholeté zkusenosti zarocuje Jifi
Panocha pii pedagogické ¢innosti na Akademii muzickych uméni, kde vyucuje hie na housle.
Skutecnost, ze kvarteto hraje pod jeho vedenim v nezménéné sestavé od roku 1971, svéd¢i o jeho
dalsim nesporném talentu - pozitivné ovliviiovat a stmelovat kolektiv.

Jifi Panocha’s violin career began at an early age. In 1972 he was a prize-winner at the Karajan
Competition in Berlin and was appointed leader of the International Student Orchestra under Ka-
rajan’s baton. He has given concerts in most countries of Europe, as well as in the USA, Canada,
Mexico, Japan and elsewhere.

In 1968, as a student at the Prague Conservatoire, he founded the Panocha Quartet under the
guidance of Josef Micka. This young ensemble then moved on to the Prague Academy of Musical
Arts.

Under Panocha’s leadership, the quartet has since travelled the world and made innumerable re-
cordings for both Czech and international record companies. As professor of violin at the Prague
Academy, Jifi Panocha is committed to bringing up a new generation of young violinists. The unin-
terrupted existence of the Panocha Quartet, who have played in an unchanged line-up since 1971,
is testament to his skills in bringing together and leading a group of musicians.

Milan Puklicky narozen v Praze. Jeho prvnim ucitelem housli byl Ferdinand Gotwald, Sevé¢ikav
zéak. Absolvoval Prazskou konzervatof a HAMU ve tiidé Josefa Vlacha. Do roku 1985 vystupoval
jako ¢len komornich souborti a sélista v mnoha statech Evropy a Ameriky. Soukromym studiem
kompozice a dirigovant si rozsitil teoretické i praktické hudebni vzdélani.

Od roku 1985 byl také hudebnim rezisérem v Ceskoslovenském, nyni Ceském rozhlase. Od roku
1995 se vénuje vyhradné tomuto oboru.

Jako hudebni rezisér spolupracuje s domdcimi i zahrani¢nimi gramofonovymi spole¢nostmi, hu-
debnimi télesy, komornimi soubory a sdlisty.

Spolupodilel se na mnoha nahréavkach, z nichz nékteré ziskaly vyznamna mezindrodni ocenéni
(z posledni doby napf. souborné orchestralni dilo LeoSe Janacka a 3 fragmenty z opery Julietta
Bohuslava Martint s dirigentem Sirem Charlesem Mackerrasem, nebo nahravka roku BBC Sme-
tanova tria, atd.).
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Milan Puklicky was born in Prague. His first violin teacher was Ferdinand Gotwald, a pupil of
Otakar Sevéik. He studied at the Prague Conservatoire, then graduated from the Academy of Mu-
sic in the class of Josef Vlach. Before 1985 he performed as a soloist and member of various chamber
ensembles both in Europe and America. He broadened his musical education through private stu-
dies of composition and conducting.

Since 1985 he has worked as a music director for the then Czechoslovak, now Czech Radio; since
1995 he has followed that career exclusively. In that capacity he has worked for a number of Czech
and foreign record companies as well as many ensembles and soloists.

He has collaborated on many recordings, some of which were awarded important international
prizes - in recent years the complete orchestral works of Leo$ Janacek and the 3 Fragments from
Martinti’s opera Julietta, both with Sir Charles Mackerras, and a recording of the Smetana piano
trio, a BBC Recording of the Year.

Pavel Zejfart se vénoval nejprve zpévu, hie na klavir a herectvi. V détstvi se pfedstavil jako herec
a zpévak (opera H. Krésy , Brundibar”, inscenace ,Oliver Twist” a film Vaclava Krsky ,Jarni vody”
podle Turgenévovy novely).

Na housle se zacal u¢it hrat az v jedendcti letech a po soukromé piipravé u prof. . Micky se stal
jeho posluchacem I. ro¢niku Prazské konzervatore. Na podzim roku 1968 se ujal role sekundisty
Panochova kvarteta. Pavel Zejfart studoval komorni hru u prof. Raphaela Hillyera ve Weimaru a
sva studia ukon¢il na AMU v Praze u prof. Nory Grumlikové. Jako ¢len dnes svétové uznavaného
kvarteta se stal nositelem mnoha ocenéni: titulu laureata soutéze Prazského jara 1975, Zlaté medaile
v Bordeaux (1976), Stern der Woche in Miinchen (1982), Zlaté desky Supraphonu (1982), Grand Prix
Academie Charlese Crose v Patizi (1983) a prestizni ceny MIDEM-Cannes Classical Awards (1995).
Pedagogicky pusobil a piisobi v Lake District Summer School of Music (Anglie), Yale University in
Norfolk (USA) a Kusatsu Academy (Japonsko).

Pavel Zejfart was initially torn between singing, acting and playing the piano. As a child he ap-
peared as singer and actor in Hans Krésa’s opera Brundibar, in a television production of Dickens’
Oliver Twist and in Vaclav Krska’s film adaptation of Turgenev’s Torrents of Spring. He began
playing the violin only at the age of eleven, and following private tuition with Josef Micka, later
became his pupil at the Prague Conservatoire. In 1968 he joined, as 2nd violinist, the newly-foun-
ded Panocha Quartet. Pavel Zejfart studied chamber music with Raphael Hillyer in Weimar and
concluded his studies at the Prague Academy in the class of Nora Grumlikova. As member of the
now renowned quartet he has won numerous awards - the Prague Spring Competition (1975), the
Medaille d’Or (Bordeaux 1976), the Sterne der Woche (Munich 1982), a Golden Disc (Supraphon
1982), the Grand Prix d’Academie Charles Cros (Paris 1983) and the prestigious MIDEM Classical
Award (Cannes 1995). At various times he has taught at the Lake District Summer School of Music
in England, at Yale University in Norfolk, Virginia and at the Kusatsu Academy in Japan.
